Strategies:

• Daily precision teaching tailored to students ability and language skills. 

• Verbal support – repetition/alternative phrasing/pre teaching of new words/peer 

support. 

• Visual support – posters/objects/non-verbal cues/pictures/demonstration/use of 

gesture. 

• Writing frames, activities related to texts. 

• Regular feedback on progress.
